Canadian Citizens between the ages of 15 and 30 years will be eligible
to apply.  If  you are a Permanent Resident or a person on whom Refugee
protection has been conferred under the  Immigration and Refugee Act,  you
are also eligible to apply.

With funding from Canada Summer Jobs, the South Caribioo Historical
Museum Society plans to hire personnel to fill  the positions of Cataloguer,
Archive  Assistant  and  Museum  Technician.   In  order  to  understand
cataloguing, artifact handling and artifact preservation, employees will initially
work  with  a  mentor  and  have  written  protocols  to  follow  adhering  to
Workplace Safety and Copvid-19 practices.
